First Reading  Isaiah 25:6-9 
 

On this mountain the LORD of hosts will make for all 
peoples a feast of rich food, a feast of well-aged wines, of 
rich food filled with marrow, of well-aged wines strained 
clear. And he will destroy on this mountain the shroud 
that is cast over all peoples, the covering that is spread 
over all nations; he will swallow up death forever. Then 
the Lord GOD will wipe away the tears from all faces, and 
the disgrace of his people he will take away from all the 
earth, for the LORD has spoken. It will be said on that day, 
“See, this is our God; we have waited for him, so that he 
might save us. This is the LORD for whom we have waited; 
let us be glad and rejoice in his salvation.”

Second Reading  1 Corinthians 13:1-13 
 
If I speak in the tongues of humans and of angels but do 
not have love, I am a noisy gong or a clanging cymbal. 
And if I have prophetic powers and understand all 
mysteries and all knowledge and if I have all faith so as to 
remove mountains but do not have love, I am nothing. If I 
give away all my possessions and if I hand over my body so 
that I may boast but do not have love, I gain nothing. 
Love is patient; love is kind; love is not envious or boastful 
or arrogant or rude. It does not insist on its own way; it is 
not irritable; it keeps no record of wrongs; it does not 
rejoice in wrongdoing but rejoices in the truth. It bears all 
things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all 
things. Love never ends. But as for prophecies, they will 
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come to an end; as for tongues, they will cease; as for 
knowledge, it will come to an end. For we know only in 
part, and we prophesy only in part, but when the complete 
comes, the partial will come to an end. When I was a 
child, I spoke like a child, I thought like a child, I 
reasoned like a child. When I became an adult, I put an 
end to childish ways. For now we see only a reflection, as 
in a mirror, but then we will see face to face. Now I know 
only in part; then I will know fully, even as I have been 
fully known. And now faith, hope, and love remain, these 
three, and the greatest of these is love.

The Great Thanksgiving – Eucharistic Prayer A 
 
Celebrant All things come of you, O God. 
People  And of your own have we given you. 
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Celebrant The Lord be with you. 
People  And also with you. 
Celebrant Lift up your hearts. 
People  We lift them to the Lord. 
Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
People  It is right to give him thanks and praise. 
 
It is right, and a good and a joyful thing, always and 
everywhere to give thanks to you, Father Almighty, 
Creator of heaven and earth through Jesus Christ our 
Lord; who rose victorious from the dead, and comforts us 
with the blessed hope of everlasting life. For to your 
faithful people, O Lord, life is changed, not ended; and 
when our mortal body lies in death, there is prepared for 
us a dwelling place eternal in the heavens. 
 
Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels 
and Archangels and with all the company of heaven, who 
for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your 
Name: 
 
Holy, Holy, Holy 
Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, heaven 
and earth are full of your glory. Hosanna in the highest. 
Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.

The people stand or kneel 
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Then the Celebrant continues 
Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made 
us for yourself; and, when we had fallen into sin and 
become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent 
Jesus Christ, your only and eternal Son, to share our 
human nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us 
to you, the God and Father of all. 
 
He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered 
himself, in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice for 
the whole world. 
 
On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, 
our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given 
thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and 
said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. 
Do this for the remembrance of me.” 
 
After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had 
given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, “Drink this, all 
of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is 
shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. 
Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of 
me.” 
 
Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith: 
 
Celebrant and people 
Christ has died. Christ is risen. Christ will come again.  
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Celebrant continues 
We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, 
in this sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving. Recalling his 
death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these 
gifts. 
 
Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people 
the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy food and drink 
of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we 
may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you 
in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us 
with all your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom. 
 
All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ. By him, 
and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit 
all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for 
ever. Amen.

And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. 
For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, 
for ever and ever. Amen.  
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The Breaking of the Bread 
The Celebrant breaks the consecrated Bread. A period of silence is 
kept. 
 
Celebrant Alleluia. Christ our Passover is sacrificed for 

us; 
People  Therefore let us keep the feast. Alleluia. 
 
Celebrant The Gifts of God for the people of God. 
 
Communion 
Communion is received at the altar rail. All baptized persons are 
invited to receive communion. If you prefer to receive a blessing, please 
come forward and cross your arms over your chest and a member of the 
clergy will offer you a blessing. 
 
Post Communion Prayer 
 
Almighty God, we thank you that in your great love you 
have fed us with the spiritual food and drink of the Body 
and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ, and have given us a 
foretaste of your heavenly banquet. Grant that this 
Sacrament may be to us a comfort in affliction, and a 
pledge of our inheritance in that kingdom where there is 
no death, neither sorrow nor crying, but the fullness of joy 
with all your saints; through Jesus Christ our Savior. 
Amen. 
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The Commendation 
 
Celebrant Give rest, O Christ, to your servant with your 

saints, 
People where sorrow and pain are no more, neither 

sighing, but life everlasting. 
 
Celebrant You only are immortal, the creator and 

maker of mankind; and we are mortal, 
formed of the earth, and to earth shall we 
return. For so did you ordain when you 
created me, saying, "You are dust, and to dust 
you shall return." All of us go down to the 
dust; yet even at the grave we make our song: 
Alleluia, alleluia, alleluia. 

People Give rest, O Christ, to your servant with your 
saints, where sorrow and pain are no more, neither 
sighing, but life everlasting. 

 
The Celebrant says 
Into your hands, O merciful Savior, we commend your 
servant Nancy. Acknowledge, we humbly beseech you, a 
sheep of your own fold, a lamb of your own flock, a sinner 
of your own redeeming. Receive her into the arms of your 
mercy, into the blessed rest of everlasting peace, and into 
the glorious company of the saints in light.
