THE SEASON OF PENTECOST (also known as Ordinary time)

The season of the church from Pentecost to Advent in some denominations
is called Ordinary Time. The Episcopal church does not refer it as Ordinary
time but numbers the Sundays after Pentecost. Even though it is called

ordinary time it is far from ordinary.

The church has been through the season of Advent (preparing for the arrival of
Christ), Christmas (the incarnation of the baby Jesus), Epiphany (Jesus' journey of
his ministry), Ash Wednesday and Lent (time to evaluate our lives), Easter (the
death and resurrection of our Lord), and finally Pentecost and Trinity Sunday.
After a busy beginning of the church year, maybe it is time for a little
ordinary time. But, if we think about it this can be a time when the real
miracle of life can be experienced. A time of loving what is, instead of
thinking of just what is possible or worrying about what has been.

So, as we move through ordinary time (Pentecost season) we can stop and think
about what an extraordinary gift this time really is. Time to explore, time to
follow Christ's journey and as we approach the end of Pentecost maybe we
will be more prepared to start the season of Advent.

First Lesson Amos 7:7-17
Lector A Reading from the Book of Amos.

his is what the Lord God showed me: the Lord was standing beside a
wall built with a plumb line, with a plumb line in his hand. And the
Lord said to me, "Amos, what do you see!" And I said, "A plumb line."
Then the Lord said,
"See, I am setting a plumb line in the midst of my people Israel; I
will never again pass them by; the high places of Isaac shall be
made desolate,
and the sanctuaries of Israel shall be laid waste,
and [ will rise against the house of Jeroboam with the
sword."

Then Amaziah, the priest of Bethel, sent to King Jeroboam of Israel,

saying, "Amos has conspired against you in the very center of the house of

[srael; the land is not able to bear all his words. For thus Amos has said,
*Jeroboam shall die by the sword, and Israel must go into exile
away from his land."

And Amaziah said to Amos, "O seer, go, flee away to the land of Judah,
earn your bread there, and prophesy there; but never again prophesy at
Bethel, for it is the king's sanctuary, and it is a temple of the kingdom."

Then Amos answered Amaziah, "Il am no prophet, nor a prophet's son;
but I am a herdsman, and a dresser of sycamore trees, and the Lord took
me from following the flock, and the Lord said to me, * Go, prophesy to
my people Israel.'
"Now therefore hear the word of the Lord.
You say, " Do not prophesy against Israel,
and do not preach against the house of Isaac.'
Therefore thus says the Lord:
" Your wife shall become a prostitute in the city,
and your sons and your daughters shall fall by the sword,
and your land shall be parceled out by line;
you yourself shall die in an unclean land,
and Israel shall surely go into exile away from its land."

The Psalter, or the Book of
Psalms, is the great song
book of the People of God.
In Jewish and Christian
worship these hymns or
songs are ordinarily sung
and many of them form the
lyrics of hymns in our
hymnals. At each
celebration of Holy
Eucharist we read one of the
Psalms, or a portion of a
Psalm, that is selected to
reinforce the theme of the

lessons for the day.

The Nicene Creed

definition of Christianity, but
briefly states the essentials of
Christian teaching. We say it
together to respond to the
Word of God in the Scriptures
and the sermon. We are saying
in effect, “Yes! This is the faith

that we believe and live!”

Offertory Hymn #663 - “The Lord My God My Shepherd Is”
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The Holy Communion or
Holy Eucharist

Eucharist means “thanksgiving.”
This celebration of thanksgiving
with its bread and wine is at the
heart of the Christian faith. The
Eucharist can also be called
Holy Communion, the Lord’s
Supper, or the Mass. In Holy
Eucharist Christians give thanks
for the gift of salvation given to
us in the life, death,
resurrection, and ascension of
Christ Jesus and the gift of new
life that comes from it.

Gathering Together for the
Meal of Christ

Offertory: At the beginning of
the Eucharist we offer gifts to
God, which are really just a
return of the gifts God has
given us—bread and wine for the
Lord’s Supper, our financial
gifts, and our lives.

Ablutions: The Priest comes to
the front of the altar and wash
his or her hands. This symbolic
washing cleanses the Priest on
behalf of all of the People so
that we might all come to the
holy meal refreshed. It is a
reference to Psalm 26:6-12
which starts, “I wash my hands
in innocence, O Lord, that I
may go in procession around
your altar.”

Sursum Corda: Literally, “we
lift up our hearts.” Here in the
Sursum Corda the People affirm
that they have turned
wholeheartedly to God.

Praise for the Work of God the
Holy Spirit

This prayer asks that the Holy
Spirit be present and bless and
sanctify the bread and wine so
that they may be the Body and
Blood of Christ. It also asks for
blessings on the People that we
might be holy. At the end of the
prayers the People say, “Amen”
which means, “So be it,” or “So

it is.”

Music During Communion
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The Lord’s Prayer

The last prayer of the
Eucharist is the prayer that
Jesus taught his disciples.
The Priest and the People
say it together (Matthew 6:9-
13).

Breaking of Bread
The Priest breaks the bread
so that it might be shared
among the People. It is seen
as a symbol of the breaking
of Christ's body on the
cross and an invitation to
each of us to enter into the

life of Christ.

The Communion

In 1 Corinthians 10: 16-17,
St. Paul says, “The cup of
blessing that we bless, is it
not a sharing in the blood
of Christ! The bread that we
break, is it not a sharing in
the body of Christ? Because
there is one bread, we who
are many are one body, for
we all partake of the one
bread”. In receiving
Communion week after
week, Christians are
sacramentally united with
Christ in His life, death,

and resurrection.
